ing all winter long.  I just canôt believe how Mother Na-

ture is hanging in there keeping us all in the deep freeze.  

I did find a couple 45 degree days in January and man-

aged to get a dozen does bred, but as nest boxes are going 

in, I think the rabbits are smarter than I am, because only 

about half took. 

Winter management can be a chore, but the one thing I 

fight the most is air quality when itôs cold. The common 

want is to button everything up as tight as possible to save 

heat, but you have to have some minimum air movement 

even through the coldest temps. I have an insulated build-

ing that is relatively tight. You have to keep fresh air com-

ing in, but when itôs zero outside it takes a lot to warm it 

up so the heaters fight the ventilation fan and it seems a 

lot of dollars worth of fuel oil go out the window.  I have 

it set pretty good but it took a while to get it set just right 

where the heater pops off just in time for the fans to kick 

up a notch and pull out the fumes and in fresh air.  Then 

they slow down to a minimum until the fresh air coming 

in drops the temperature making the heater kick in.  Itôs a 

vicious circle but I guess itôs the price we pay for not hav-

ing frozen crocks and bottles.

 I know I probably speak for many of you when I say I am in rabbit show withdrawal. Coats 

are looking nice for once and juniors are reaching a nice showable weight and age, but the weather 

hasnôt been on our side so far. Weôre hit the road in the middle of the night only to turn back when 

traveling gets treacherous but thereôs always another show coming up somewhere. 

 I lurk a lot on some of the yahoo and facebook rabbit forums just to try and educate myself 

as to what some of the problems and complaints that are coming from our club members are - not 

just in Iowa but around the country. First of all, the people that keep all the ARBA, state, and local 

clubs running are only human. I donôt think anyone purposefully sets out to spell anyoneôs name 

wrong or forget to include a leg in the paperwork, or to make a mistake in figuring up sweepstakes 

points. Just from my point of view, I know there were no Secretary/Treasurer workshops that I 

could attend that would teach me everything I needed to know about managing this position. Itôs 

all a ólearn as you goô type of thing and you just hope you donôt make too many mistakes - and the 

ones you do make you hope are fixable. I would never have made it this far if not for the time that 

others took out of their busy days to help me when I needed it and were there to answer questions 

when I had them. Many, many, thank youôs to everyone that held my hand - all day sometimes. J It 

has been greatly appreciated. One thing I will say about my first experience as a show secretary is 

that some mistakes get made because handwriting makes it hard to tell sometimes what is being 

written on comment cards and control sheets. This isnôt only aimed at people that donôt have the 

best handwriting - this can also be a problem with people who have very flamboyant handwriting. 

Sôs and 5ôs, Bôs and 8ôs, Uôs and Vôs - please think about how your entries may look to those hav-

ing to decipher them. Sometimes itôs a big guess. 

 I also wanted to say one thing about entries that new showmen may not be aware of - and 

everyone needs to take a look at the Standard of Perfection for their specific breed if you are not 

sure. Some breeds allows juniors that exceed maximum junior weight to be bumped up and shown 

as a senior (or intermediate in the case of 6 class) or intermediates that exceed intermediate weight 

to be bumped up and shown as seniors. Some breeds do not allow this. Again, check the SOP for 

your particular breed to find out whether bumping up to the next age class is allowed. Under no 

circumstances may seniors be shown as intermediates or juniors if they do not make senior weight. 

I know people think ówho is going to knowô but the show secretary will in the case of double or tri-

ple shows when they see that óseniorô rabbit get DQôd in the first show for not making senior 

weight, and then it gets entered as an intermediate in the second show. The same can be said for 

youth rabbits going back and forth between youth and open classes. There is nothing wrong with it 

as long as the same rabbit isnôt being shown in youth and open in the same show (okay to show in 

youth show A, then in open in show B, and then back to youth in show C etc.) Buté if an open 

breeder is part owner of a rabbit, it can never be shown in the youth classes. Again, as a show sec-

retary, it is interesting to watch the entries and see who is doing what. Our hobby is based on the 

honor system and as soon as people begin to get creative with their entries, the honor is lost. 

 

Cantôs wait for the spring shows to start up. 

Hope to see you all out there.
